Services rendered:
1. All 14 donkeys and 6 mules were de-wormed and given tetanus vaccinations
2. The prevalence of harness wounds had considerably reduced compared to 2014. Only one donkey presented with bad wounds and the owner had attempted to treat them albeit it with incorrect medication. Treatment was administered by Inspector Diana Truter.
3. Harnesses were repaired, fitted better and padded to stop further wounds. In some cases full harnesses were made and fitted.
4. The majority of the donkeys and mules still had the bits that were distributed in 2013 and 2014. Only 3 bits replaced.

5.  Inspector Diana Truter gave veterinary treatment to one donkey who presented with a snotty nose. Long acting antibiotics were administered

6. No owners this year assisted in repairing their own harnesses while waiting.

7. Education was given to all owners who attended the health and welfare of their donkeys and mules.
8. Owners were issued with a Donkey Care Pack which contained:

· Harness needle and thread

· Buckles

· Strips of PVC to repair broken harness pieces

· F10 – antiseptic ointment

· Supona spray – wound spray and fly repellent

· Steriscrub – wound disinfectant

· Gloves

· Syringes – for cleaning wounds

· Reflectors for the carts

· Bandages

· Fly masks / fly fringes

9. 18 donkeys / mules received dental care from equine dentist Clare Cole. 
Assessment of equines seen:
1. Condition of the donkeys and mules remains good.
2. There is a definite overall improvement in the donkeys and mules seen from previous years, especially the prevalence of harness wounds. This is very encouraging.
3. The state of the harnessing is still bad but unfortunately we are unable to attend to them all in one day. This needs to be addressed.

4. As per the table above, one can see the owners who have attended the past 3 years.

5. We need to somehow have some form of identification of the donkeys, so that we are not duplicating donkeys when they are sold on or names have been changed.
6. Condition of carts seen – very good

7. It is a concern that almost all drivers use a whip – next year, we need to address this.

8. In 2016 we are planning to start our Tankwa Outreach – Project Phoenix. This will start with a base line study and census of all the donkeys in the Tankwa and documentation of the needs so as to inform the strategy going forward.
